MusicTech Fest Labs 2022 – Attendance Support Funding, October 9-16, Aveiro, Portugal

CreativeTech Scotland Gathering have established a partnership with MTF Labs (www.mtflabs.net) and Creative Scotland with Scottish Music Industry Association to support development for Scotland-based creative practitioners experimenting and innovating with music technology, either in collaboration with other music/sound practitioners or those with science and technology expertise. 


About the Partners 

MTF Labs bring together musicians, technologists, performers and scientists to collaborate on societal challenges. The theme for MTF Lab 2022 in Aveiro will be the challenge of climate change and rising sea levels on the Built Environment. The CreativeTech Scotland Gathering (CTSG) was held on 25 March 2022 (www.ctsg.scot), enabled by the Scottish Government’s Scottish Technology Eco-System Review Fund. Although initially a one-off fund and event, the response was so encouraging that the CreativeTech Scotland Gathering will return in Spring 2023 led by Edinburgh Futures Institute.  CTSG will also deliver two dedicated sectoral events between the annual Gatherings. These dedicated sector events will be designed in collaboration with the corresponding sector trade associations, creative companies and practitioners.

Creative Scotland is the public body that supports the arts, screen and creative industries across all parts of Scotland on behalf of everyone who lives, works or visits here. It enables people and organisations to work in and experience the arts, screen and creative industries in Scotland by helping others to develop great ideas and bring them to life. Creative Scotland distributes funding from the Scottish Government and The National Lottery. (www.creativescotland.com)
The Scottish Music Industry Association (SMIA) is a not-for-profit trade body and membership organisation which exists to strengthen, empower and unite Scotland’s music industry. As a Creative Scotland Regularly Funded Organisation (RFO), the SMIA works to create and nurture an inclusive membership community which reflects the full spectrum of Scotland’s music industry. It gives voice to its membership when speaking to Government, Parliament and development organisations and both produces and supports projects and programmes that stimulate sustainability, domestic and international growth, development and innovation in Scotland’s music sector. SMIA services, projects and events are designed to strengthen and increase the value of Scotland’s music industry on the world stage: economically, socially and culturally. (www.smia.org.uk)





Partnership Purpose

Each of the partners recognise the highly skilled and exciting musictech innovators in Scotland and wish to provide opportunity for further collaboration and experimentation, leading to deepened skills, knowledge development, and innovative solutions to challenges, and/or new applications, new experiences or new prototypes. Participation will develop closer connections for Scottish practitioners with their international counterparts, and we anticipate this will support the future formation of international creative collaborations, innovation and co-trading.  

Participation

MTF Labs is a fully inclusive and accessible event involving close collaboration between musicians, technologists and scientists, dynamic creative thinking and design of new work/prototypes in situ, and an intensive and fulfilling development experience. Activity is focussed on a theme at each MTF Labs and this year it will be climate change and impact on the built environment.

As this is a collaborative creative process MTF Labs have provided information on their intellectual property policy – ‘Anything a participant creates during the labs or that a participant brings into the event remains their IP. MTF does not ask for, or require assignation of, IP to another party. Projects at MTF Labs are collaborative and experts bring their own works and prior art into those collaboration, that is considered ’Source IP’. New projects that are built on top of that leverage ‘Innovation IP’ created in situ which may be transformative in including and extending the original work but does not affect ownership of the Source IP.’

As a condition of funding successful participants must provide a short report four weeks after returning from the event describing the activity undertaken, their reflections on the development benefits achieved and a note of any potential further activity generated through the experience (e.g. significant contacts, collaborative partnerships initiated, potential commissions or performances and/or new innovation development). 

Partnership Support

MTF Labs have allocated free places for a Scottish delegation of 5 practitioners at the next MTF Lab in Aveiro, Portgual from 10th to 15th October 2022. (Participation is Monday to Saturday night, therefore arrival on Sunday 9th, and departure on Sunday 16th Oct.) 

Creative Scotland in support of the development aims have awarded financial assistance to the delegation towards the travel and accommodation costs of £1000 per delegate. 

CreativeTech Scotland Gathering will build on this development at CTSG 2023, and with the partners including Scottish Music Industry Association will plan for Scotland to host an MTF Labs event in 2024. We would find it invaluable if the successful delegation participants would contribute their first-hand experience in supporting the programme design and in welcoming MTF Labs and the international participants at the event.






Indicative Budget Costs

The travel and accommodation financial support is intended to contribute to the entire cost to enable practitioners to attend. The funding support will not cover the entire investment required. 
We have provided estimated costs below to provide a guide for applicants to consider before application.

Hotel:	7 nights @ €100-120 = €700-840 approximately 
(Melia Ria Hotel, although others are available)
Flight:  	Return to Lisbon (9/10 Out:16/10 Return) approximately £200 + Baggage fees
MTF:  	€200 (5 days @ €40 fee per day to cover all catering - coffees, snacks, lunches, and dinners). 
Breakfast is usually provided at the hotels. 
Travel:	Return transfers between home and local airport approximately £40 and 
Lisbon airport to and from Aveiro approximately €40
Hotel to Venue for MTF Labs - Teatro Aveirense approximately €5 per day
Note: 	Other potential costs to note may include currency exchange fees or online card transaction fees or phone data/call charges depending on your provider, subsistence on travel days.

Total estimated budget range £1205 - £1345.

The submitted applications will be reviewed and delegates selected by a panel of representatives from MTF Labs, Creative Scotland, CreativeTech Scotland Gathering, and Scottish Music Industry Association. 

Successful applicants will be notified by 19th September and supporting finance will be subsequently distributed to be received in advance of the MTF Labs event.
